Limitations on the use of the building product:

Must be used as part of an engineered roof assembly.

Design requirements that would support the use of the building product:

This adhesive is suitable for bonding fleece-backed and non-fleece backed PVC membranes to various substrates encountered in
flat roofing, including foil and tissue faced insulation boards, timber, concrete, metal, and more. Its instant grab feature makes it
suitable for both flat and vertical applications, making it ideal for detail work.

Suitable substrates are Plywood, Concrete, RL PIR Board (CF), RL Roof board HDP, RL Roof board LW.

Installation requirements:

Ensure the roof area to be bonded is solid, dry, clean and free from ponded water.

Prepare the canister for application.

Ensure membrane is cut to size and prepared for bonding to begin, protecting any edges or seams that are to be welded to
prevent contamination with adhesive.

Do not apply if rain is imminent, remove all ponded water and allow at least 1 hour drying before applying the adhesive.

Apply adhesive with the spray gun at 90° to the surface and apply a uniform generous coat of adhesive, ensuring 80-100%
coverage of two even coats of adhesive to both substrates. Ensure each two-metre pass takes a minimum of 10 seconds. Do not
allow the adhesive to puddle.

Give the solvents 1-2 minutes to evaporate at 20°C, once evaporated roll membrane into the adhesive. Once membrane is laid
apply pressure using a weighted roller to ensure sufficient contact been the two substrates.
