Derbicoat HP is primarily designed as a base sheet for roofing systems. It can be used in both fully adhered and mechanically

fastened systems, offering versatility in installation methods. Its high tear resistance makes it particularly suitable for areas prone
to high wind uplift, ensuring the membrane remains securely in place.

Installation requirements:

RL Derbigum HP Base Sheet installations shall be specifically designed to resist wind uplift pressures taking into account the
substrate for the membrane and all other system components that affect structural performance. The attachment of the
membrane (mechanically attached or fully adhered) must be capable of resisting the calculated wind loads (SLS and ULS).

Ensure that the substrate is smooth, clean, and free of dust or any contaminants. This will provide a suitable surface for proper
adhesion.
